Meet at Tyneham car park (£2).

Walk is 2% miles long and starts
with a steep uphill zig-zag path.
Fantastic views from the top of
Gad Cliff. We follow the South-
west Coastal Path which descends
very steeply to Worbarrow Bay
from where it is an easy return
along a track to Tyneham.

Bring a walking stick and walking
boots with a change for the pub.

Coffee at the Weld Arms pub in
East Lulworth (see below).
