The optional second part (a mile and a half) is of rough grass tracks which are initially boggy in places,
followed by a higher path with good views across the Heath. Wildlife, possibly including reptiles in hot
weather, may be seen. The walk ends where cars were initially parked.

Optional refreshments in the Halfway Inn on the A351 at the end of Soldier’s Road - take care when
crossing the fast A351 to access pub. A change of footwear is advised.
